Recently, a community survey was
enclosed in the quarterly assessment
billing. It was mailed to the over 3,900
homeowners in Green Valley Ranch.
Approximately 388 surveys were
returned representing a 10% response
rate. I have read every one of the
returns and prepared a compilation for
the Board at the next meeting. We have
very different extremes in our commu-
nity, but the majority of the responses
were good. There is always room for
improvement in all areas and the Board
will be working diligently to address
those issues that are within our power
and control. We work with the City of
Henderson continually and meet with
them on a quarterly basis.

The questionnaire asked why you
chose to live in Green Valley Ranch. The
top responses were because of the
beautiful landscape, greenbelts, com-
mon areas, and parks, the convenient
location, freeway access, and nearby
amenities, and the fact that Green Valley
Ranch is a well planned, new community
with well-maintained CC&R’s and
architectural guidelines. A few respon-
dents said they may move because of
the lack of CC&R enforcement, while a
few others said they may move because
of too much CC&R enforcement.

Forty-seven percent of the respon-
dents said the master association
communicates with the residents “just the
right amount”, 13% said there is too
much communication with the residents,
and 11% said there wasn’t enough
communication with the homeowners.

Only 15% of the respondents have
visited the website. The website was just
redesigned and is much more user
friendly. It no longer requires a logon
name and password so it is very easy to
access. I invite you all to visit; there is a
lot of valuable information that can be
found there.

Most of the complaints regarding
Green Valley Ranch involved (in order
of most responses): Lack of CC&R
enforcement, parking on the streets,
speeding vehicles and the need for
traffic lights, animal waste and barking
dogs throughout the community, palm
tree lighting and construction defects,
assessments are unequal and too high,

and the problem of children damaging
common area landscape. The board of
directors is addressing those concerns
and issues that are within their control
and will continue to work with the City of
Henderson and the American Nevada
Corporation on those issues that are not.

Forty-eight percent of you talk about
the Ranch in a very positive manner as it
enhances your property values. Only 9%
say they don’t talk favorably about the
ranch, mainly because CC&R’s are not
enforced or the CC&R’s are enforced
too much. Rule enforcement seems to
be a real “hot-button” for most resi-
dents. The board recognizes this and
works diligently to see that the CC&R’s
are consistently and fairly enforced so to
protect our property values.

The majority of respondents stated
that the association can help increase
property values by: enforcing the
CC&R’s, enforce no on-street parking,
keep landscaped areas well maintained,
control pet owners and pet waste,
control speeding vehicles, and help get
the multi-generational, amphitheater,
and library facilities constructed.

When asked if you would be willing
to assist/volunteer with the association,
respondents said: yes – 23%, no – 18%,
no answer – 61%. Many of you wrote
that you have full time jobs, travel or
have family commitments that don’t
allow you to volunteer. Quite a few of
you felt that as you pay your assessments
that it was not your responsibility to help
in any way. However, many of you
realized that by maintaining your
properties and abiding by the rules you
were doing your share to increase the
property values in the area.

As a board member, I was pleased
to find that 46% of you thought the
board of directors is doing a “good job,”
13% said we’re doing an “excellent
job,” while 12% said “adequate” and
5% said “poor”. Many of you under-
stand the hard work the board and
management has been putting into our
community to turn it around. The board,
delegates, and committee volunteers
deserve a huge amount of thanks and
praise for the many personal hours
given to your community. It takes the
work of many residents and volunteers,
not just the property management
company, to make our community a
success and a great place to live.

When asked how well your delegate

or sub-association representative
communicates with you and the board,
you said: 49% “good job,” 3% “very
well,” 8% “poor,” and 40% said you
didn’t know who your delegate/repre-
sentative is. A list of delegates was
printed in the last issue (April-May
2001) of the Green Valley Ranch News.
You can also get your delegate’s name
and contact information on the website
and from Terra West Property Manage-
ment.

Thirty-Eight percent of you thought
that the property management company
was doing a “good job,” 12% “excellent

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As a result of the numerous signs (garage sale, moving
sale, open house events, etc.) placed throughout Green Valley
Ranch in violation of the CC&Rs, the Board of Directors found
it necessary to establish a fine policy for violators.

A resident will be fined $25 for each sign that is placed on
the common areas, streets, sign posts, etc.  If requested by the
resident, the Board will agree to hear their appeal.

Not only are the placing of signs throughout the ranch a
violation of the CC&Rs, they are typically unsightly and often
find their way into the streets causing a traffic and safety
hazard.

Summer is upon us once
again......whatever happened to the
spring weather we used to have?  It
seems like we jump into the heat before
everything can get ready for it.

The Idahoan Locust and the Chitalpa
trees that we planted last year were just
beautiful this year. They will grow and fill
out more each season and really be a
beautiful sight each spring. We need to
replace a few more trees in the Ranch
and each time, where feasible, we will
be planting a deciduous tree that blooms
in the spring.  There is such a wide
variety and they give the Ranch its own
kind of identity.

The bike bath on Valle Verde was
recently improved and is complete. A
fire gate has been installed at the end of
Trail Side.  With the completion of that
project the City of Henderson allowed
the closing of the gates in Sentosa.

Business Card = $125.00 per month
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Actually, if you are selling any
property located in and governed by a
Homeowners Association (HOA), the
State of Nevada requires that homeown-
ers provide all prospective purchasers
with a “Certificate of Resale” package.
The HOA or its property manager must
provide these documents upon request
by the property owner.

What are these documents? In
addition to pro-viding the current
CC&R’s, the package also includes a
copy of the current operating budget,
financial state-ment, any pending
litigation, and a copy of the minutes
from the most recent HOA meeting and
the date of the next meeting.

The most common misconception is
that you only need to provide the large
book of CC& R’s most of us have in a
closet somewhere. But, depending on
how long you have owned your home,
there may have been numerous addi-
tions to the CC&R’s. You must provide a
complete copy.

So how do you get a Certificate of
Resale package along with everything
else you need?  For homes in Green
Valley Ranch you can contact Terra West
Property Management, our HOA
management company at 362-6262.
For $155, Terra West can provide a
complete copy of everything you need.
You may save on the fee if you already
have some of the documents, but need
certain others as well. It seems unfair to
be charged for these documents, but
Terra West has to cover the cost of
maintaining the current status of the
documents, the cost of copying some-
times hundreds of pages, and the labor
of putting the entire package together.
Some HOA’s and management compa-
nies charge a whole lot more!

There is no way out of providing
these documents.  If you were to get
away with not providing them, you only
leave yourself open to liability months
after the sale.  If you live in a gated
neighborhood, or other sub-association,

then you will need to get the same type
of documents from the sub-association
as well. It is best to obtain these docu-
ments as soon as your house is placed
on the market for sale. Buyers can
cancel a transaction if they do not
approve of everything in the package, so
it is best to have them sign off on it right
away, rather then wait until the day you
are moving out!
