As you know, the last of our construc-
tion project includes the addition of
lighting and landscape to the West End
of the Amargosa Easement (walking
trail) which runs through our entire
community. During this construc-
tion, we've noticed that the vandalism
experienced earlier in the year on the
east side of Green Valley Ranch has
begun to occur along the area under
construction on the trail. The portion
of trail under construction runs from
Green Valley Parkway to Coronado

Center Drive.

You may have seen the graffiti on many
of the walls throughout this area. You
may also have noticed leaks in our
irrigation system and construction ma-
terials thrown about. We have reports
from residents of broken windows and
debris in rear yards that border the
trail. Many of these incidents have
occurred in daylight, particularly when
the trail is used as a return route home
for Bob Miller Middle School students.
Witnesses have reported and photo-
graphed the alleged students who are
responsible for the vandalism.

The worst case of all that has been re-
ported to us was from the mother of a
13 year old boy whose jaw was broken
and teeth knocked out. The alleged
assailants in this case were Coronado

High School Students.

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Major Construction Work Completed

A major milestone has been reached with the comple-
tion of the work on ‘hardscape’ items within Green
Valley Ranch. Thanks to Draeger Construction for
completing the work in a timely and professional
fashion.

There were more than 13 miles of block walls re-
paired, strengthened, and painted. The bond beam
strengthening got an unfortunate test recently when
a car ran through a portion of wall, and only the
bond beam remained intact! We also now have six
new ‘Green Valley Ranch’ monuments marking the
entrances to the area. Recent work has included
the refurbishment of the flagstone areas along Paseo
Verde Parkway. Missing stones were replaced, loose
stones reattached, and all the grout was redone.

In addition, all of the entry arches, gazebos, trellis
work, pony walls, etc., have received a new coat of
paint and any cracks have been repaired.

The new color used throughout the community is
much richer looking than the color it replaced, and
several nearby communities have used the same golor
recently. Commercial areas within the community
and the Bella Vista Condominiums also received
fresh painting in the same color. It is gratifying that
once again, Green Valley Ranch has taken the lead.

Of course, we are not done yet. Work continues
along the trail to landscape and light the West End,
and refreshing of the landscape along the major
streets with new rock and plants as needed will
continue for the next few months. Alse, we have not
completed all of the corner lighting ¢hat has been
approved.

An Interesting Note About Cleaning Up After Pets

Did you know that a citation can be issued to a pet owner for failing to clean up their pet’s waste. The Hen-
derson Municipal Code (HMC) 7.04.130 Restraint and sanitation states: “that it is unlawful for the owner or
person having care, custody or control of any animal to permit, either willfully or through failure to exercise
due care or control of such animal, any animal to excrete any solid waste upon any sidewalk of any public
street or public park or to excrete any solid waste upon any real property under the control of or in the posses-
sion of any other person, or upon any place to which the public has normal access or right of ingress or egress,
provided further, that no violation of this section shall occur if the owner of the offending animal promptly
